INSTALLATION 
 
 
1. Remove screws and original end cap from fixture. Cut wiring that is attached to 
the end cap. 
 
2. Assemble new end cap and screws. Knock out end cap hole for pipe conduit.  
 
3.Install conduit. Make appropriate wiring connections as per wiring diagram with 
wiring leads previously connected to original end cap.

WIRING 
 Check that the line voltage is correct. 

 Connect fixture GROUND (green) wire to power supply GROUND (green) wire. 

 Connect fixture WHITE wire to power supply NEUTRAL wire.
